Relentlessly Courageous:

New Trends and the Other Eqyptian Cinema

A program of screenings of narrative and
documentary films from Egypt, co-presented by
ArteEast. Curated by Rasha Salti.
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‘Un-drum / strategies of surviving noise’ is an intense and physical electronic sound
performance composed; programmed, engineered, and performed by Lebanese artist
Tarek Atoui. The performance, produced by the ‘Sharjah Biennial 9' in 2009, will be
performed at the archaeological site of Darat al Funun on Tuesday, October 6th, 2009 at 8
pm. The work draws upon the three days of arrest and torture the artist experienced during
the July 2006 war on Lebanon, during which he permanently lost partial hearing in his left
ear after receiving a beating to the head. ‘Un-drum / strategies of surviving noise’ draws
parallels between attempts to break states of physical and psychological detention and
siege, with the collapsing of musical performance boundaries, Taptop art and electronic
music.
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Bytes and Pieces
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‘Bytes and Pieces' is a multi-stage workshop organized by Darat al Funun and conducted
by Lebanese media artist and sound performer Tarek Atoui. The workshop will commence
with a talk by Atoui that will shed light on the application of new technologies to art
projects. The workshop will take place over the course of six months, throughout which
the participants will be introduced to the world of art-related software and hardware
programming, and to several methods of working that apply interactive technologies to the
frame of contemporary and interdisciplinary art forms while working in direct collaboration
with the artist. The workshop is open to participants from Jordan and Palestine.
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Wael Shawky (Alexandria 1971) lives and works in Alexandria. Shawky completed his BFA at The University of
Alexandria, followed by an MFA at the University of Pennsylvania in 2000. He has received many awards for his
work, among others: The International Commissioning Grant, The Lower Manhattan Cultural Council, New York,
2005; The International Award of The Islamic World Arts Initiative, Arts International, New York, 2004; and In
1996 won the Grand Nile Prize at the 6th International Cairo Biennial. His solo exhibitions include: Al Agsa
Park, The Townhouse Gallery, Cairo, 2008. Telematch Sadat, Telematch Market, Al Agsa Park, at KVS, Brussels,
2007. The Forty Days Road, Wet Culture - Dry Culture, Galeria Sztuki Wspolczesnej, Krakow, 2007.
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Tarek Atoui was born in Lebanon in 1980 and moved to Paris in 1998 where he studied contemporary and
electronic music at the French National Conservatoire of Reims. He currently works in the Netherlands as co-
artistic director of the STEIM Studios in Amsterdam and has released his first solo album on the esteemed
Mort Aux Vaches series of the Staalplaat label (Amsterdam/Berlin). Atoui is an electro-acoustic musician
who initiates and curates multidisciplinary interventions, events, concerts and workshops in Europe and the
Middle East. He builds new software for each project he works on and specializes in creating computer tools
forinterdisciplinary art forms and youth education.

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Wael Shawky
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Wael Shawky's reflection on culture, religion, and politics will be on show at Darat al
Funun starting October 6™, 2009. The exhibition will feature the 10 minute video ‘Larvae
Channel 2', produced by the Egyptian artist during his residency at the Darat. The work that
utilizes video examines the idea of self exploration through displacement, and is based
on an interview shot by the artist in Souf, the Palestinian refugee camp in Jordan. The
exhibition also presents Shawky's ‘Télématch Sadat' and 'Al-Agsa Park'. ‘Télématch Sadat’
is a video that shows the 6th of October military parade, Anwar Sadaat's assassination
and funeral, all chillingly re-enacted by children, while ‘Al-Agsa Park' is an animated film
installation showing the Dome of the Rock, a renowned icon of Palestinian-Israeli conflict
in Jerusalem displayed as a controlled carousel with blinking lights. The exhibition will
premiere ‘Télématch Crusades’ from Shawky's Télématch series.
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Selection fromthe 20th Youth Salon
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‘The Youth Salon" is a yearly open-call exhibition based in Cairo that presents works by
young Arab artists, and is considered among emerging talents as a stepping stone for an
artistic career. In its 20th edition this year, the stakes were clearly high as members of
the jury committee narrowed the choice of around 100 artists from a pool of over 1100, a
first time occurrence in the history of the Salon. Wael Shawky, Hassan Khan and Bassam
Al Baroni were among the members of the committee that were in charge of the selection.
An exhibition at the Blue House at Darat al Funun features 8 artists chosen from the 20th
Youth Salon curated by Wael Shawky. The works include video pieces, paintings and
installation and will run in parallel to Shawky's exhibition at Darat al Funun. Participating
artists: Ahmed Badry, Ahmed Kamel, Amr Kafrawy, Enas Sakr, Eslam Zeen El Abdeen &
Mohamed Hossam, Mahmoud Hallwy & Ahmed Nagy, Marwa Shazly, and Mo Nabil.
